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Short Biography

Re: Prof Enemuo, Chinatu Peter


Prof. Enemuo, Chinatu Peter, a native of Umuchu in the Aguata local government area of Anambra state of Nigeria, was born on April 12, 1960 in Aba, now in Abia state of Nigeria.  The Nigerian civil war, which started in 1967, interrupted his primary school education at the Christ the king School [CKS] Aba; and this was continued at the St. Matthew’s Catholic primary school, Umuchu after the civil war in 1970.  This again was cut short sequel to securing admission into the All Hallows’ Seminary, Onitsha where he started his secondary school career in 1971.  He finished in Division One in the West African Examinations Council [WAEC] examination of 1976.


For want of space, Enemuo, Chinatu Peter, for his University education earned his very first degree in pure philosophy from the Pontifical Urban University, Rome; coming out with the grade Magna cum Laude probatus in 1981. Back to Nigeria, he registered and obtained the Postgraduate Diploma in Education [PGDE] from the University of Nigeria, Nsukka in 1983.  This qualified him to gain the graduate teacher appointment with the Anambra State Education Commission in 1983.  His first posting was the Community Secondary School, Ibagwa-Ani, now in the Nsukka Local Government area of Enugu state..

After a brief rest, Enemuo, C. P. gained admission into the University of Nigeria to read for his higher degrees, earning the M.Ed and the PhD in Philosophy of Education in 1989 and 1993 respectively.  He joined the academic rank of the same university in November 1997 as a Lecturer II; rising to the rank of a Professor in October, 2010.

Besides his area of major [Philosophy of Education] he has demonstrated flourishing interest in these other areas: history of education, sociology of education and adult education.  He has publications in these areas and also teaches them.

While in the rank of the academic staff of the University of Nigeria, Professor Enemuo has published many scholarly articles, both locally and internationally, including books and book chapters.  In fact, he has no less than thirty [30] publications to his credit.
